Mother/Child Weekend Rules and Set Up

Meal Schedule: 8:00 am Breakfast, 12:30 Lunch, 5:30 Dinner

Camp operates on a bugle system. Each bugle tells you what to do (wake up, send a waiter/waitress, “Soupy” come to the dining hall) are the first 3 bugles each day. When you hear the “Soupy” bugle (you have ten minutes to get to the Dining Hall).  Everyone eats together and we do not take or eat any food until after the Dining Hall bell is rung, signaling everyone to sit down, and we have sung grace.

At the end of each meal, please put your dishes in the kitchen in the appropriate rack. Each family is responsible for cleaning up their table area.
After (breakfast and dinner) we go to the Flag Ceremony at the Program Lodge. Many announcements and awards are done at Flag so it is important for everyone to attend.

Each cabin group is given a Caper Chart – capers are (jobs we all do) to help keep camp clean and organized. Each morning after flag there is time for each family to do their caper.  It will change each day so please make sure to check your chart. There are also Dining Hall capers so it is good to look ahead on your chart so you can anticipate when it is your turn. All families should send down one waiter/waitress to set your table at prior to each meal.  You are responsible for keeping your cabin and cabin area clean.

A DAILY PROGRAM SHEET will be passed out at breakfast.  We will also make periodic announcements in the Dining Hall.  It is the one time that the whole group is together.  We would ask that everyone be quiet and listen during announcements. When we ring the bell it is our signal to quiet down.

 

Each day, activities will be set up for you to participate in.  We encourage families to travel together.  It is important to remember that you will get out of camp what you put into it.  Please don't be afraid to join in during any of our activities.

Our CAMP PHONE NUMBER is 603-539-4710.  We will deliver messages at mealtimes.  We are unable to call people to the phone.   
Check in time on Friday is from 3:00 – 5:00pm at the Camp office.  If you will be arriving after 5:30pm please plan on eating on your own. The office will be open until 9:00pm.  Mother/Child weekend will end with a closing friendship circle after lunch on Sunday.
There will be a New Family Orientation at 4:30 pm on the first day at the Program Lodge. New families should bring all family members to the orientation time so we can review camp rules and get your family set for the weekend.  
      Upon your arrival at camp the first evening, please feel free to drive your car to your cabin and unpack.  Then, return your car to the parking lot where it will be left for the duration of your stay.

  
Your cabin area is yours to set up as you choose.  You may move the bunk beds around as you like, but please return the cabin to its original set up when you leave.

      Please respect the Division area and keep your group quiet during rest hour and after the evening taps bugle.

There will be a campfire each night for each Division group at a scheduled area. 
      9:00 PM IS OUR ALL-QUIET TIME IN CAMP.  Any children out of their cabin at this time must be accompanied by an adult.

There are bathroom and shower facilities in each Division.

There are washing machines and dryers in the Senior Division, available for family use each day after 12:00 noon.  (No charge for use of these machines.  Bring your own detergent.  No sleeping bags in washers PLEASE!)

Please review these rules and policies carefully with your children.  Most of the rules pertain to safety precautions and our staff will be strong on enforcing them.  

The WATERFRONT - SWIMMING AREA

A. No one is allowed in the water (on Camp Huckins Property)at any time without a lifeguard on duty.
    There must be a staff member on duty to check swimmers in and out of the swimming area.

      Please do not go over or under any ropes.  There is a special "entrance and exit area" that will be     CONTROLLED by the staff.

B. Children under nine years old must be accompanied by an adult.  Parents are responsible for any child they bring with them to the beach.                                                          

C. Anyone wishing to swim in the Outside Area - deep water area - must pass the Camp Huckins Outside area test.  

D. The Outside Area will be open when lifeguards are available. Swimmers must have a buddy to go into the Outside       Area.

E. Swimming is permitted at the Waterfront area only.  No swimming at the Senior Div. Beach area, etc.

 

F. Camp has a retaining wall that goes from the small crafts beach all the way across the swimming area.  Please be careful with young children around our granite steps and stay away from the wall area.  It will be roped off at all times.  Please do not go under the ropes!!

 

SMALL CRAFTS - BOATING BEACH AREA

A. Everyone wears a lifejacket when out in any boat. 

B. Please check in with the staff member on the beach before going out in any boat, as specific rules apply.  If a staff  member is not on the beach, you may not take out a boat. In this situation please go to the Waterfront area and talk with the Staff member on duty.

C. Camp has specific boating boundaries that need to be respected. No boat should go out of vision of the Small Crafts beach.  (Please stay on the beach side of the Island).

 

 Our fleet includes: canoes, sailboats, kayaks and paddle boards. (please do not bring your own boats). 

 

 Boating instruction on all boats will be available.

Campers, who have not completed third grade, must be accompanied by an adult when going out in any boat.

D. There will be Fishing Trips each day and sign up for the fishing trips is at the flag pole after the flag ceremony each morning. We have fishing rods but you are welcome to bring your own if you choose. An adult will go on each fishing boat. Children under the age of 9 must have a parent on the boat with them.

 

SPORTSFIELD AREA

A. There will be a sign up sheet for the Tennis Courts on the program office porch.  Court time is set up on an hourly basis.  Tennis rackets are in the sports shed.  Please feel free to use them, but remember to return the rackets to the shed when finished.  

B.  The Archery Range and the BB Range will be open at specific times for campers who have completed the 3rd grade.  These times will be announced.  Children who have not completed the 3rd grade may participate, but must be accompanied by a parent.

C.  When a staff member is at the Sports field, the Sports shed will be open.  All sports field equipment is available for your use.  Please return it to the shed before you leave the area.

D.  Camp has Bicycles and Mountain Bike trails. The bicycles will be used only when on a guided bike ride with a Huckins staff member. Everyone must wear a bike helmet at all times. 

E.   Our teambuilding Ropes Course elements are open only when a Huckins staff member is available to guide you. Please check the Daily schedule for the times it will be open.

General sports and organized games will be available.

CRAFT SHOP AREA - IN THE MIDDLER DIVISION

A.  The Craft shop will be open daily for camp craft activities.

B.  The craft shop will be available at special times for families to 

     make craft projects together.
